Coaching Positions

Harlem RBI volunteer coaches work with youth ages 7-18 in practices and games. Coaches teach baseball/softball and are positive role models for Harlem RBI youth. 

Time commitment varies according to youth age group. 

· 7-8 year old youth—7 Saturday afternoons (approx. 2 hours a day) in July and August

· 13-18 year old youth—Indoor practices Jan-March. Weekly outdoor practices start in March and increase to two practices a week April-August with weekly games or doubleheaders. (Coaches must attend at least 75% of team activities).

Location: Teams practice on fields in East Harlem. Games for older youth take place around New York City (transportation is provided to away games). 

Tutoring Positions

Harlem RBI tutors work with high school students on weekday evenings. Students generally seek help with specific subjects.

Time commitment: Varies according to the student the volunteer is matched with. Duration can be from 4-6 weeks to entire school year.

Location: Tutoring takes place at Harlem RBI office or neighboring school both located in Manhattan on East 100th Street and First Avenue.
